Dear Parent

Just to let you know our plans for the next half term until Christmas.

Our topic is ‘light and dark, day and night’ and the classroom is full of lots of activities the children can do through which they will learn more about this theme.  We will learn about the different sources of light, including the sun, and a little about how we managed for light before electricity.  We will think about how one half of the world sleeps while the other is awake.  We will also be thinking about what happens during the day and how things are different at night – animals that we might see, people who work at night, what we see in the sky.  Our music, art and dance activities will also be based on this theme and we will be using ‘The Planets’ as a source of inspiration for our work.

In maths, we will be working on our numbers as usual, but we will also be doing lots of measuring.  Any opportunity you have at home to involve your child in measuring activities would really help him / her at school.  For example, you might be measuring out milk or weighing ingredients for cooking, using a tape to see if you can fit a piece of furniture into a gap or finding out how much each member of the family weighs.

In literacy, lots of children need to remember to put full stops at the end of sentences so we will be doing lots of work on this as a class in the next few weeks.  We all still need to work on forming all our letters correctly and making our writing sit firmly on the line.  Some children need to really concentrate on leaving finger spaces between words.  We will be looking at non-fiction texts to do with our topic and exploring some stories from other cultures.
In RE, we are looking at baptism to begin with, so any photos, objects or memories from family christenings would be gratefully received.  The subject of babies is especially relevant to our class, as Mrs Tully is now the proud mother of Izabel, as I am sure many of you already know.  We will be learning lullabies to sing to Izabel when she comes to see us!  

In the run up to Christmas, we will be doing some seasonal activities, including a trip to the theatre (details to follow…) and preparing for our Christmas play, which we are working at with years 2 and 3.
