Welcome back to Dragonflies class for the last half of the spring term.

Our topic for the next few weeks is ‘All around us’.  We will be looking at our school environment, what we like and dislike about it and how we could make it better.  We will then go on to look at our town and its geographical features such as the river, the remains of the castle and the types of buildings.  This will involve a walk into town, weather permitting – I will let you know the exact date later.  We will also be thinking about a school and town or village in another country that is very different from ours.

In science, we will be thinking about how things move and forces such as pushes and pulls.  We will think about the traffic on our roads in Bridgwater.  

We are now in Lent, so our RE will be all about the Easter story and how we can prepare ourselves for this most important feast in the church’s year.

In maths, we are continuing our work on addition and subtraction, using increasingly bigger numbers, and using our maths skills to solve number problems.  Children also need to learn the months of the year and how to tell the time (o’clock and half past at least).  Our work in Literacy will include making up plays to perform to the class and some work on story-writing.   Our overall class aim is to have as many children as possible writing in sentences before Easter!
Our PE lessons continue to be inside, but it’s probably a good idea to have a spare pair of track suit bottoms in your child’s PE bag, as they do sometimes get wet at playtimes when it’s rainy for long periods like this week.
