Dear Parents
Welcome back to Dragonflies class for the last half of the summer term.

Our topic for the next few weeks is ‘Sound’.  We will be talking about sounds around us, what sounds we like and dislike and how we hear sounds.  We will also do some work on how sound is used – for example, music that frightens us or soothes us, warning sounds like fire alarms and sounds in the animal kingdom.  We will use our voices to make different sounds including singing.
Our science work will focus on how we hear sounds and the basic structure of the ear.  We will investigate what happens to sounds as they get louder or quieter and how well we can hear them depending on how near or far away we are from the source of the sound.

Our RE topic is choices and we will be thinking about good and bad choices and learning some bible stories about people who had to make choices about how they lived their lives.  
In maths, we are continuing our work on addition and subtraction, using increasingly bigger numbers, and using our maths skills to solve number problems.  We will spend some time working on data handling and graphs.
Our literacy work will be based on the story ‘Handa’s Surprise’ and stories and rhymes about sounds and listening.  We will also write an information leaflet about hearing.
Our PE lessons are now outside and we will be concentrating on ball skills and simple team games.
