Dear Parents
I am hoping that the worst of the snowy weather is over and that we can get back to normal in Dragonflies’ class, as we have lots of exciting things to do this half term.  I did enjoy a bit of sledging, though…
Our topic for the next few weeks is ‘Houses and Homes’.  We will be looking at different types of homes and the materials they are built with.  This will link with our science topic about different materials and their properties and uses.  We will make and draw houses using junk modelling, drawing and painting, and ICT.  Weather permitting, we might go for a walk around our local area to look at the different types of houses people live in nearby.  We will do a little bit of work on homes in the past.  We will also look at the story of the three little pigs and try to build houses from different materials to see how strong they are and how resistant to ‘huffing and puffing’!  In groups, we are going to turn the story into a mini play to act out in front of the rest of the class.

Poetry week is at the beginning of February so we will be reading and learning different poems and writing some ourselves.  We will also be looking at how to use simple dictionaries.

In maths, we are doing lots of addition and subtraction and later on some more work on shape.  It is really important that all children know how to write all the numbers up to 20, so that is something you could work on at home with your child if you find that s/he is struggling with this.  We are also learning how to use number lines to find the difference between two numbers.

Our RE topic is ‘special people’, which includes some work on our families, and we are spending a little bit of time this week looking at Judaism.

PE will be indoors for the next few weeks and will be mainly gym activities.

If the school is closed again, please use this information to do some work with your child at home and of course, everyone has his/her writing and maths targets to work on!
