Dear Parents

You may find your child bringing home some maths to practice this term.  It is good to see that some children choose to do extra work at home related to some work in school that day.  Please encourage that!   .  

This term the RE topics commence with a study of Messengers, which will focus on the birthday of the Church at Pentecost.  PE lessons will continue to be on Mondays and Wednesdays.  Those who wear earrings should leave them at home on those days or be responsible for removing them before these lessons.   Long hair should be tied back.  Please make sure that your child has his/her PE kit in school for those days and that all clothing and equipment is named so it may be returned if mislaid.

Or contact me via the office if you wish to make a longer appointment.  Also please keep me informed of anything which you feel may have a bearing on your child’s behaviour or learning.
