Dear Parents

A very big welcome to Dragonflies class from myself and my classroom assistants, Mrs Donley and Mrs Hannigan.  We all want your child's year with us to be as successful and happy as possible, so please do come and see us if there is anything you want to know or need to ask, and we will keep you informed of anything that has happened during the school day.  It is very helpful for us to know as well if there are any changes going on in your child's life at home that might affect how they are at school (even the death of the goldfish can be traumatic when you are five!)

This letter contains an outline of the activities taking place in Dragonflies class this half term and some practical information for you as well.

We are doing PE this year on a Wednesday and Thursday and as we will be outside for the next month or so, your child may like to have tracksuit bottoms in his or her PE bag for chillier days.  Please ensure your child has the correct, clearly labelled kit in school on those days.  Welly walks this year are on Fridays and it would be very helpful to us if your child could have a pair of wellies permanently in school, clearly marked with his / her name and in a strong carrier bag.  We try and get the children outside as much as possible, so warm and waterproof coats on rainy and cold days are essential, both for playtime and outdoor learning.
A couple of other reminders – please label all your child’s clothing and provide them with a water bottle which the children will then have access to throughout the day.
This half term's focus is 'What's New?' and we've already begun talking about our new classes, uniform, lunch boxes etc, etc.  We are going to talk about babies, and hope to have some babies visiting our class, so that we can learn what babies need.  We will learn some lullabies to sing to them when they visit.  The stories we read and write in class will be about babies and families and we will also learn that all animals have babies.

We will also be talking about our families and changes in them, and we will think about what life was like for our grandparents when they were little.  Our RE topic is all about new beginnings.

Our art work will be based around sculpture and I am hoping to take the children to see some of the statues in Bridgwater town centre later in the half term.  We will learn about how bodies move as part of this work, labelling pictures of our own bodies and making jointed figures.

I am holding a short meeting (15 minutes) after school on Friday September 24th to share with you some important information about your children's maths and writing targets,  which they will be bringing home in the next few days.  Your children will be looked after by Mrs Moyse in Ladybirds classroom while you attend this meeting.
